There are separate series for
Wednesday nights and Saturday nights.
The way it works is simple: Every lap
you run is a point. Qualificrs and Mains
count. There are no throw-outs. Con-
sistency is rewarded just like it is in
NASCAR racing.

A racer that finishes most their races
will become the champion, rather than
the one that may win every now and
then. If vou run 48 laps in both heat
races, and make the B-main, and run 47
in that feature, you will still be ahead of
the racer that does two 50 lap runs,
T.Q.’s the A-main and only runs 41 in
the feature.
